The shift work 
eventually wore both Don and Bev down and Don decided to accept a position with Qantas where he 
was able to work a regular week which gave him more time at home with Bev and the kids. 
Not working shift work allowed Don the time on weekends to spend watching the local league and soccer 
teams. Don and the kids would often head to Shark Park to watch his beloved Sharkies (Up the sharks!). 
If Don was not at the footy then you could find him at Seymour Shaw Park where he was an avid  
supporter of the Shire soccer team.  
After retirement Don and Bev took the opportunity to travel visiting new places and revisiting old places 
to catch up with old friends in Canada and elsewhere and rekindle memories from the old days. These 
were very enjoyable times for both of them.  
Retirement also meant that Don was able to spend more time with his brother Ronnie and wife Bev. The 
four of them shared many adventures and we always got a full recount from Don and Bev upon their  
return; a movie in the city followed by coffee or lunch nearby, Probes get together and trips away, lunch 
with Cathie and Kylee and their families and trips interstate to various locations.
